Korfball New Zealand Referees Committee
Overview

The Referees Committee undertakes the responsibility of nurturing referees, trainers and their assessors, supervise the interpretation of the playing rules of korfball, and make recommendations on existing and potential rules to KNZ and the IKF.

Terms of Reference

To:
· Uphold the Playing Rules as specified by KNZ from time to time

· Make recommendations to KNZ and IKF on rule interpretation and implementation

· Select referees to officiate games as requested by KNZ and the Regions
· Liaise with KNZ in specifying the standards system for referees

· Assist regions and clubs in the selection and nurturing of referees

· Create and maintain training systems for referees

· Train referees to a standard acceptable to KNZ

· Examine, review and accredit referees as performing at the standard acceptable to KNZ

· Create and maintain training systems for referee assessors

· Train, review and accredit assessors to review referees to the standard acceptable to KNZ

· Recommend to KNZ, suitable referees to be placed on the IKF Referees list

Relationship with KNZ, Regions, Clubs
· The relationship between the Referees Committee, and KNZ, Regions and Clubs, will be one of mutual respect.
· The Referees Committee, although responsible to KNZ, will always maintain a distinct presence separate from KNZ.

· The Referees Committee will hold no opinion in any matter which is outside the scope defined in the Terms of Reference above.
Makeup of Referees Committee

· The Referees Committee will be composed of at least three individuals and not more than five.
· One member will be nominated from the KNZ Executive Committee from time to time, to represent the views of KNZ and act as a conduit between them.
· Any member, after their third consecutive year on the committee must stand down for a period of at least one year before being re-eligible for nomination.

· Nominations for the Referees Committee will be made by KNZ, Regions and Clubs.
· Nominated individuals should be Accredited Referees.

Interaction with Disciplinary Panels
· No incumbent member of the Referees Committee will be a panel member of any KNZ, Regional or Club Disciplinary Panel.
· The Referees Committee will be entitled to represent itself and/or a referee at any Disciplinary hearing.

Variation of Terms

These terms may be varied only by the mutual agreement of both KNZ and the Referees Committee.  Any terms, so varied, may not be back-dated.
